« Always use the on/off power switch on the Power Supply, do not use the mains plug to turn the

Power Supply on or off.

« Be careful not to damage the power cable.

« Do not operate this unit with wet hands.

« Always install the Power Supply on a stable surface, in a dry and well ventilated area.

« Do not cover or obstruct with the cooling fan on the back of the Power Supply .

« The power supply may become hot during normal usage. Take the necessary precautions to
prevent fire.

overloading.
